Oldenburg looks back on more than 900 years of
history and is now, with its 166,000 inhabitants,
a centre of cultural, scientific and economic life
in the region of North-West Germany.

Education (teacher training, education in child-
hood and adolescence, social work, adult and
further education and psychology)
Special Needs Education & Rehabilitation (learning
disabilities, intellectual disability, physical impair-
ments, emotional disturbances and behavioral dis-
orders, Rehabilitation and Inclusion/Participation)
Social Sciences (sociology and political science).
