The application deadline for research stays in 2016 is June 1st, 2016. The application deadlines for 

2017 and 2018 will be announced in due course. The intended stay may, at the earliest, commence 

one month after the application deadline, the monthly scholarship for the stay amounts to 950 EUR.
