All residents are required to pay the security deposit to the manager within two weeks
after your arrival. Internet charges (one semester ¥ 8,000; two semesters ¥ 16,000) and
cleaning fees (single room ¥ 15,000; married couple’s room ¥ 40,000; family room
¥40,000) are included, and the remaining 20,000 yen will be refunded in cash upon
leaving. However, if room facilities are damaged or lost, or if personal belongings are left
in your room, the cost of restoring it to its original state will be deducted. If the cost
exceeds 20,000 yen, the difference will be charged to you. All rooms have the Internet
access and you are required to pay the access fee regardless of whether you use the

Internet or not. Free Wi-Fi is available in the lobby on the first floor of Building Nol.

Payment Methods of Monthly Utility Charges
