Tuition is paid to the home university,
and in most cases, the application and documentation fee is waived. Students from UOS
partner universities can apply for the UOS student exchange program. Applications shou

1d proceed with the approval of the international office of the students' home university.

Undergraduate students should have completed at least two terms of university
studies.

Admission Requirements for
Graduate

UOS accepts international graduate students to graduate school as non-degree
short-term exchange students. However, all the courses offered at graduate level
are taught in Korean. For the graduate students who are not fluent in Korean is
strongly advised to be enrolled to undergraduate program.

In this case, the student should ask his/her study abroad coordinator at the home
university if this option would be accepted according to the university’s policy.

According to the policy of the Ministry of Health and Welfare, D-2 visa hold
ers are automatically included in the mandatory state health insurance progr
am in the purpose of protection internatioanl students from unexpected acci
dents and medical expenses., all international students are required to pay t

he 'Heaslth Insurance Fee for internationa Students' from March 2021.

Upon applying for Registration Card in Korea, NHIS will automatically register
NHI card if s/he meet the requirements and send an NHI card and bill to stu
dent's residential address of registration card(RC). Health insurance bill will
be issued to the address when registrating sent to the place of residence r

eported to the immigration office.

If students want to change the place of residence, s/he must report to the
moving-in notification to the immigration office and national health office.
If s/he apply for the electronic billing service, s/he can receive it via email

or smartphone.
